2. Confirmation of Minutes

The minutes of the Monthly Parish Council meeting of 11th July were signed as a true and accurate report.  This was seconded by Cllr Brian Groves

3. Matters Arising from the minutes

3.1
Village Hall
Chairman had received a letter of concern from a resident about the noise level and use of the village hall.

The Parish Clerk confirmed that the  “No ball games” sign had been ordered and would be delivered on 12th August 2006.  Clerk had written to Village Hall Committee suggesting that they purchase air conditioning for the hall as expecting hall hires to remain in the hall with windows and doors closed on hot evenings was not feasible.  Cllr Derek White advised the Parish Council that his offer to show the Village Hall Secretary and Chairman around his factory to show how the unit works had not to date been taken up
The Chairman contacted a solicitor requesting legal advice regarding to the ongoing concerns about the village hall and was informed that it would cost £200 per hour.  The Parish Council confirmed that this route would not be perused.
The Chairman proposed to plant shrubs along the wall backing onto 1 Woodpecker Drive to deter youths for climbing and kicking balls against this wall.  This was agreed by all Parish Councillors present.

Parish Clerk to obtain two quotes for planting of shrubs and to bring them to the next Parish Council meeting in September.
