4.1 2006/07 Parish Precept
The Chairman led a line-by-line discussion of the budget for 2006/07 and after discussion and taking into account the amount of vandalism the Parish Council had to deal with, proposed that the Parish Council tax should be increased by 50p to £26.00 for a band D property
.

This was seconded by Cllr Malcolm Hutchings and majority vote agreed
