2. Confirmation of Minutes

The minutes of the Monthly Parish Council meeting of 13th June 2006 were signed as a true and accurate report.  This was seconded by Cllr Brian Groves

3. Matters Arising from the minutes

3.1
Swale Borough Council Local Plan Inquiry update
The Swale Borough Local Plan has been given an extension to 26th September 2006 in order for Ward Homes to provide further evidence regard to housing proposals around Iwade.

3.2
Kent Science Park, Local Plan Inquiry.
The Inspector held a Round Table Session on Thursday 15th June.  The Vice chairman attended to represent the IPC in support of an objection made to the expansion of the Kent Science Park expansion.   In the opinion of the Council, major industrial expansion at Kent Science Park  would have an adverse effect on the location of industry at Kemsley Fields, needed to support the expansion of Iwade.

The Lasalle Investment Management is proposing an interim expansion of 16ha and submitted a Travel Plan by JMB Consultants.  The proposed expansion will produce about 900 jobs which would mean a considerable increase of cars to the site.  JMB say this will be ameliorated by workers sharing cars, extra buses, and cycling to work.  At this time the Highways Agency object to the expansion saying that the road access from M2 Junction 15 is inadequate and that the junction itself is already congested.

KSP are also intending to consult the Public at a Presentation, “KSP, The Future”, to be held at Wyvern Hall 13th July 2006.  “The Future” as proposed by KSP means extending their boundary on to adjacent ‘Best and Most Versatile Farmland’, which is a ‘Special Landscape Area’ for a mixed industrial development and new dwellings, a total 5,000 dwellings will be built, the bulk at Bapchild to finance a new road for the workers.

Dr Hilary Newport attended for CPRE and raised objections to the loss of high grade countryside.  The Chairman Peter Wilks attended as a resident of Rodmersham.

3.3
Iwade Village Cleanup

Had a good response considering the short time scale that was given.  Local residents have already commented on what an improvement it had made and the Parish Councillors that were involved stated that 20 hours work was carried out and only a proportion of the village was touch and it made them realise the amount of time and effort the handyman had to put in to keep the village under control.

Due to the success of this event it was proposed that this would be done on an annually basis and for 2007 it would be the 3rd Saturday in June.

Had good support from Ward Homes and Hillreed who provided a road sweeper and black sacks.  The Recycling team of Swale Borough Council came and provide litter pickers and took the rubbish away at the end of the exercise.   Parish Council paid for the hire of the strimmers and hedge cutters.
3.4
Village Hall
Chairman had received a letter of concern from a resident about the noise level and use of the village hall.

The Parish Council agreed that a “No ball games” sign would be put in the green area by the Village Hall and for the Parish Clerk to write to the village hall committee suggesting that they purchase air conditioning for the hall as expecting hall hires to remain in the hall with windows and doors closed on hot evenings was not feasible.

Also the Parish Council agreed that the Chairman was to get legal advice regarding to the ongoing concerns about the village hall

4. Business of the Council
4.1
Playground proposal for Woodpecker Drive and Stangate
The Parish Clerk advised the Parish Council that she had received copies of the proposals for the two parks.  The original plans are to go to the school for the children to decide and then when they have chosen the two plans, the local residents and Parish Council would be consulted on the two chosen plans.

The Parish Council felt that a public meeting should be arranged for the village to see the plans and discuss any concerns that they may have with the final two designs.
