2. Confirmation of Minutes

It was noted that item 4.1 should state that it was RoSPA who raised concerns about the safety surface originally and not the Parish Council.  The minutes of the Monthly Parish Council meeting of 9th May 2006 were signed as a true and accurate report.  This was seconded by Cllr Brian Groves.

3. Matters Arising from the minutes

3.1 Swale Borough Council Local Plan Inquiry – Proof of Evidance.

The Chairman reported that Rosemary Landsdowne had now completed her proof of evidence for the Local Inquiry.  However, the Inquiry had been postponed due to Ward Homes advising the Inspector that they required more time to conduct surveys around the village.  The new date will be advised in due course.

All Parish Councillors confirmed that they had received a copy of the proof of evidence.  The Chairman summarised the document to make sure the Councillors and the public were aware of the contents and proposals.

3.2 Meeting with the Chief Executive of Swale Borough Council

Meeting was arranged with the newly appointed Chief Executive of Swale Borough Council.  Chairman Peter Wilks and Cllr Brian Groves were invited to attend by Cllr Ben Stokes
The party visited the School and toured the area around the village centre, issues of the road calming, speedway and old gun site were raised and brought to the Chief Executives attention.

4. Business of Council

4.1 Safety Surfacing in Recreation Ground, School Lane

The quote from Wicksteed was received about replacing the safety surfacing around the roundabout and climbling frame.  It was agreed that the Parish Council would replace both of these before RoSPA returned for their 2006/07 inspection.

Parish Clerk to contact Chris Thompson from Wicksteed Leisure to make arrangements for the upgrade of safety surfacing.

4.2 Iwade Village Clean Up

Date for proposed Village Clean Up is 8th July

Proposed Time is 10am to l2 midday — Meet at Village Hall at 9.45am.

Possibility of tea coffee/squash being served in Village Hall at 12 midday for all helpers.

As this is the first Village Clean up day the plan is to focus on the main entry and exit roads to the village. This means we are basically working from the four points of the compass and converging in the centre of the village at the end of the clear up morning.

Cllr Hyde stated he was  aware that a great deal of the jobs listed below should be done by Swale Council but the more we can do to help can only be better for the village. Cllr Phil Hyde felt that the benefits out way the disadvantages.

Parish Clerk had already floated the idea to various ‘major players’ in the area e.g. Ward Homes, Matthews Homes, Hillreed etc. and the interest and support including loaning of equipment is very good indeed.

Main tasks in all areas we are aiming to cover:

1.
Picking up of all litter, rubbish etc

2.
Sweeping of all pathways

3.
Tidying of all grass edgings that border pathways, roadside etc

4.
Cleaning of Path Signs, Road Signs etc

5.
Identifying any areas that need attention by a specialist e.g. Large pot holes in road, broken fencing etc.

As well as the above there are areas for each team that need particular attention which will be noted under each team brief.  If there are sufficient volunteers they will be split into 4 teams, north, south, east and west
If some groups complete their areas very quickly they can join forces with other teams or look at other areas off of the main roads that are not being covered on the first clean up day.

Obviously the number of groups is dependent upon the number of people that appear —Cllr Hyde felt a  a minimum of ten per group would be needed.

Aim is to involve all age groups and involve media for coverage. Possibility of involving youth groups and giving them a particular safe area to work on e.g. Village Park or Playing field.

4.3 Village Hall

The Chairman advised the Parish Council that he had received confirmation from NALC about the Custodiam Trusttee situation of the Village Hall.  He advised the Parish Council that  in the first instance the Parish Council was advised to refer to Legal Topic Note 48 - Basic Charity Law, in its entirety, but making specific reference to paragraph 3. Local Councils Acting as Custodian Trustee.

The Charity Commission’s Scheme which was sealed on 9 July 1991, provides under clause 2, that “. Iwade Parish Council shall be the Custodian Trustee of the Charity.” The Village Hall became registered as a charity in 1991 and I would therefore envisage that the village hall and the land on which it is situated should have been registered in the name of the Parish Council in the Proprietorship Register of the Title Deeds, an official copy of register entries is obtainable upon request from HM Land Registry for a small fee. Please see below for HM Land Registry details:

Alternatively the Parish Council could ask their instructed solicitors if they could provide them with a copy of the same, if they do not hold a copy themselves.

If, after looking at the copy title deeds, the Parish Council can verify that ownership of the village hall is in the name of the Parish Council, the Parish Council will not need to take steps to rectify the situation rather they should ensure that the status quo is maintained, i.e. The ownership of the village hall remains in the name of the Parish Council and is not transferred to the management committee. If on the other hand, it transpires that the village hail has been registered in the name of someone else, the Parish Council is advised to request the management committee to investigate the matter further.

The Chairman informed the meeting that the main duties of the management committee, i.e. the managing trustees of the Charity are as described in the Charity Commissions scheme – basically they deal with the day to day administration of the trust.

In accordance with the Charity Commissions Scheme, one member of the Parish Council should sit as a representative member on the Committee of the Management; therefore the Parish Council was advised to appoint a member of the Parish Council to fulfill this role.
4.4 Iwade Herons Football Club

The Chairman and Secretary of the Club attended and asked the Council to assist the progress of the Under 12’s Teams entry into the Kent Leagues.  The numbers of juniors playing is increasing and the teams have been very successful.  The Club needed to progress from playing mini soccer in the FFL, where they have won the ‘top spot’.

Currently they have laid out one full sized pitch and one mini pitch in the school lane recreation field, however, in order to join the Kent League they are required to have two full sized pitches.  In order to lay out two full sized pitches the two ‘kickwalls’, owned by the IPC will need to be re-sighted.  A quotation has been a obtained from a local builder, AJL Construction in the sum of £2,800, inclusive of VAT.  The IPC obtained a quotation from Wicksteed Leisure Ltd., for re-sighting the ‘kickwalls’ which was £5600 

The Herons Chairman stated that the Headteacher of Iwade School had given them permission to use the school mini pitch and car park.

The Chairman proposed that the quotation for re-sighting the kickwalls by ‘AJL Construction’ be accepted and that Swale BC be requested to fund this work from the Parish Grants Scheme as it was a Community Benefit. All Parish Councillors were in agreement. 

It was agreed that Vice Chairman Phil Fearn would meet representatives of the Herons Football Club on site to discuss the re-positioning of the ‘kickwalls’.

Clls  Fearn and White declared a possible interest in this item as their homes backed onto the Recreation Ground.  The chairman deemed that that they did not have a personal interest.

5.1 Parish Clerks Report

· Contacted Swale Borough Council footpaths requesting a new footpath sign at the end of Fans Lane

· Have written and chased Andy De’Ath and Mick Drury of Ward Homes about the state of the village park and provided him with pictures and have requested re-landscaping

· Have had a meeting with Glen Smith about putting in a pathway down side of houses in Ferry Road and School Lane junction – he is looking into it to see if this is possible.

· Chased for Bollards to go around the village centre and footpath –

· Liaising with SBC about CCTV linkage within the village.  Have spoken to Alan McLan and still awaiting a meeting with Peter Speakman, Community Officer of SBC to see if he will come to a Parish Council meeting to discuss this in more detail

· Have contacted Developers and Clubs regarding a community village clean up.

· Have had a meeting with KCC Highways regarding condition of pathway by Church Mews – have been informed that this is a priority one case.  .

· Have contacted KCC and Swale Borough Council to get the equipment removed from the green at Sheerstone.

6. Planning

The Parish Clerk advised the Parish Council that there were two planning applications that she had an interest in.  The planning applicatons were for Replacemnt and extension to existing patio and entrance path to 10 Woodpecker Drive, Iwade (SW/06/0505 SER, Case 20441) and Singel storey side and rear extension with attached garage at 2 Woodpecker Drive, Iwade (SW/06/0649 SER, Case 22058).  While these planning applications were heard and discussed the Parish Clerk left the room.
