2. Confirmation of Minutes

The minutes of the Parish Council meeting of 11th April 2006 were signed as a true and accurate report.  This was seconded by Cllr Brian Groves.  The cheques of this meeting were also reported and ratified.  All Parish Councillors were in agreement.
3. Matters Arising from the minutes

3.1 Date of the Annual Parish Meeting

The Chairman reported that the 25th May 2006 at 7.30pm in the village hall had been allocated to hold the annual Parish Meeting.  The chairman reported that is an opportunity for residents of the village who are on the register of electors to receive an update on the latest planning and development proposals for the further expansion of the village, to ask questions and to raise questions on any subject.  New residents no t on the electors register are welcome as observers.  An up to date agenda will be published seven days before the meeting so that the latest matters may be discussed 

3.2 Parish Grant Scheme

The Chairman reported that following completion of the Swale Borough Council’s budget setting process for 2006/07 financial year, Iwade Parish Council has qualified for fresh funding and was allocated half of the allocation of last year, which was now £2,800.

The Councillors of the Parish Council felt this was still very unfair, as 2000 censor figures were still being used for Iwade and the village had doubled in size since this time.  However when the Clerk approached Laurence Young of Swale Borough Council she was advised that the procedures were being reviewed; any changes to them will be advised to the Parish Council in due course.

The Parish Council felt that the Subsidiarity Grant consideration should be given for this grant to go towards CCTV for the whole village, especially at the recreation ground and down at the bus stop and village centre.  Clerk to contact Swale Borough Council for costing.  Also to be used in recreation ground to bring it up to a high standard for the residents of Iwade

4. Business of Council

4.1 Wicksteed Leisure regarding roundabout and safety grass

Parish Clerk had a meeting with Chris Thompson of Wicksteed Leisure who came out and measured for wetpour.  Clerk still awaiting for quote from Wicksteed.  Parish Council agreed to use subsidiarity grant to fund this protect to bring the area up to RoSPA standard.

Wicksteed have advised the Parish Clerk that they prided themselves on best solution for all customers’ play equipment needs and were sorry to hear they the Parish Council were not completely satisfied with all the products supplied by them.  With this in mind they have offered to replace the Safety Grass with Wicksteed Wet-Pour and they will provide a full refund for the supply and installation of Safety grass beneath the roundabout and will also dig out and dispose of the existing Safety Grass tile free of charge.
4.2 Visit by Rosemary Lansdown

The Chairman met Rosemary Lansdown from Sittingbourne Station at 11am and drove her around the village showing her areas which were allocated for development.  The Chairman brought Ms Lansdown back to the Parish Clerk’s house for lunch as the Parish Council do not have an office and the Chairman and Ms Lansdown discussed various legal aspects of the documents for the Local Plan Inquiry which will be held on 14th June and it will be a ‘Combined Hearing’.  Jon Bramley has agreed to attend the meeting and will charge £200.00.  This was agreed by all Parish Councillors.
4.3 Village Park

Parish Council were disgusted at the standard that Ward Homes and Southern Water had left the park and Cllr Phil Fearn had taken pictures to show the total damage that had been caused.  

Clerk had contacted Ward Homes to see if they would rectify the situation, but was advised that it was Southern Waters work and they should deal with it.  Southern Water advised the Clerk that they had been instructed by Ward Homes and it was down to them to make it good.  The Clerk contact Swale Borough Council, Graham Tuff, to advise them of the situation and was advised that the Village Park was now the responsibility of Swale Borough Council and they would contact Ward Homes as they had not sought permission to cross over this land.

Clerk to write to Ward Homes, Swale Borough Council, and Borough Councillor Ben Stokes to see if any action can be made.
