2. Confirmation of the Minutes

It was brought to the attention of the Parish Council that an omission had been made in last months planning, where the planning application for Happy Days Children’s Nursery was presented.  Cllr Sue Dowling had declared an interest in this application and left the meeting while the rest of the Parish Council discussed the application in detail.  The Parish Council had no objections to this application of changing the garage to new classrooms.

The minutes of the 13th September 2005 were signed by the Chairman as a true and accurate report.
3. Matters Arising from the Minutes

3.1 Opening hours for the convenience store in the village centre

Chairman gave a summary of the of the Swale Borough Council Planning Committee meeting held on 6th October 2005.

The Council were advised that the ‘One Stop’ statement about Police supporting this application was incorrect and the Police had not given their approval.  The Council were also advised that Swale Borough Council had not given adequate time for the Parish Council and Police to response.

The Borough Council planning committee declined the application for 6am to 10.30pm 7 days a week and made a decision of 6am to 9.30pm 6 days a week and Sundays 8am to 8pm.

3.2 Bollards in Ferry Road

The Parish Council felt that residents and visitors to the village were parking on the grass verges when going to the village shop.  It was felt there was a need for Bollard to be placed on the grass verge in Ferry Road to deter residents/ visitors for parking.

Cllr Ben Stokes advised the Parish Council that Ian Lewis of Swale Borough Council was going to meet with the Parish Council to discuss their requirements

3.3 South East Plan Consultation Document

Chairman advised the Parish Council of details of the Consultation.  The Parish Council received a questionnaire to complete, this was discussed and completed by the Chairman and passed to the Parish Clerk for submitting.

3.4 Bus Stop

Resident requested a bus stop to be placed on the corner of School Lane and Ferry Road.  Parish Clerk had contacted Swale Borough Council Highways to see if this would be possible.
Swale Borough Council advised the Parish Council that the resident who requested the bus stop must write to Swale Borough Council requesting that a bus shelter be placed in the location.  Then Swale Borough Council will consider the application and consult on the proposal if budget is available.  Part of the consultation would be to contact Kent County Council Highways Authority for permission to erect a structure on the highway.

This permission would be assessed by a traffic engineer who would consider the location on safety grounds.  A safety audit of the site may be requested on the following ground: visibility for road users with the junction proximity, whether the shelter would cause an obstruction to the footway or the carriage way.

The consultation would also include the Parish Council who would look at the local issues and suitability, and need, and also frontages that property would be affected by the erection of a structure adjacent to their property.  A bus shelters and benches are well know to attract teenagers who bring with them noise, vandalism and littering.  The local police would also be asked to comment.

This also applies for a bench or any other permanent structure.  Without this procedure it is not possible to consider any street furniture.

4. Business of the Council

4.1 Management of Village Hall

Resident had written to the Parish Council about the concerns of the Licensing/ extending licence of the Village Hall and requested that the Parish Council intervened into the management of the village hall.
Chairman read out a letter from NALC advising the Parish Council that Iwade Parish Council is a custodian trustee and our only duty is to hold the title to the charity property and carry out the lawful instructions of the managing trustees.  It has neither duty nor right to become involved in the administration of the charity, to do so is unlawful
Chairman has written to the resident advising them of the situation and the limited powers of the Parish Council in regard to the management of the village hall.

5.3 Maidstone Local Development Framework Statement of Community Involvement

Borough Council has made amendments to the draft Statement of Community Involvement and the statement setting our how the Council intends to involve the community in the preparation of the local Development Framework and Consultation on planning applications.  The amended document has now been submitted to the Secretary of State for consideration and Examination.

The formal consultation period runs from 7th October to 18th November and a comment form can be downloaded from the website.

The Parish Council agreed that no action would be required.

5.4 Donation of Kent Wildlife Fund

Letter received asking the Parish Council to pledge a set monthly amount of money to the Kent Wildlife Fund.  After a brief discussion it was agreed that the Parish Council did not have the authority to do this and that a donation had already been given to this charity in this financial year.
