3. Matters Arising from the minutes

3.1
Recycling Scheme
Vice Chairman Phil Fearn attended a meeting with the seaside recycling scheme on Monday 2nd October 2006 at Stanford Prison.  Councillor Fearn advised the Parish Council that the scheme was winding down and would cease operation in December 2006.  The reason for this is that Swale Borough Council are no longer supporting this scheme as they will be starting their own  scheme due to heavy pressure from the Government to replace  rubbish collection with recycling schemes which will pick up waste once a fortnight.
However Stanford Prison will be changing its banding and will be going to a closed prison, which means inmates, would no longer be able to leave the premises.  The committee of seaside recycling have requested from Swale Borough Council if they could continue until Swale Borough Council recycling becomes in operation, which is schedule to be May 2007.  They will know by 19th October 2006.

The scheme to date has been very successful in the village with the collection of recycling on the increase yearly:
