2. Confirmation of the Minutes

The minutes of the 9th August 2005 were signed as a true and accurate report by the chairman and were seconded by Vice Chair Phil Fearn.
3. Matters Arising from the Minutes

3.1 Development on land north of the Church

The Chairman advised the members of the Parish Council that the Parish Council were in receipt of the Wards revised plan for phase 7 and has studied the Ecological Appraisals by CSa Ecological Planning.  Except for the appendices which contain additional information on the sightings of protected fauna in the vicinity of Iwade, the report itself was very similar to the Nature conservancy Report by Lloyd Bore, undertaken in November 2003 and dated January 2004, which the Parish Council received in March 2005.

Both reports ended with the same recommendation that provision should be made for a survey of reptiles during the spring and subject to the survey finding then appropriate on site mitigation would be required 
The Members of the Parish Council confirmed that the Parish Council objected to the granting of planning permission for this development until a full gen survey is completed and a Mitigation Strategy is agreed by DEFRA

3.2 White road markings in Iwade
The road markings had been done through the village, however it had been noted that the junction at the end of the Street going into Sanderling Way had not been done.  Clerk to contact Swale Borough Council Highways Department and ask them to complete the job

4. Business of the Council

4.1 RoSPA Report on Play equipment
The annual RoSPA report was completed in July 2005 and the following areas required attention: the Roundabout and the Seasaw.

The Clerk reported that the same equipment failed last years RoSPA inspection and had contacted Wicksteed Leisure to rectify the problem.  Clerk had already been on to Wicksteed and advised them again that the equipment failed inspection and that this was not acceptable as the equipment was only two years old and had the previous year and Wicksteed was supposed to have sorted this problem out.

Clerk having a site meeting with the Chris Thompson of Wicksteed and to obtain dates when the equipment is going to be brought up to safety standards

All the other equipment was classified as Low Risk.

5.4 Household Waste

The Parish Council received a letter from a resident in Woodpecker Drive, complaining about the amount of refuse being left by the lamppost of number 2 Woodpecker Drive and the length of time the refuse was put for the Monday refuse collection.

The Parish Clerk declared an interest in this item as the area of concern was the refuse collection point for 2, 4, 6, 8 and number 10 Woodpecker Drive, as Biffa  would not/ could not come up their road.  The Clerk stated that she had spoken to the residents of this road and advised them of the problem and that no refuse could be put out until late Sunday evening at the earliest or Monday morning at the latest.

The Parish Clerk advised the members that Wheelie Bins had been ordered and residents would be using the Wheelie bins in the future so the area would look neater.  Order time for the bins is 7 – 10days
5.5 Resignation of the Community Warden
Sue Seamon resigned from her post as Community Warden.  The position is currently being advertised by Kent County Council to find a replacement.  Clerk to contact Marrlyn Howell, Kent County Council Community Warden Manager  to see what the current situation was.
In the meantime, Martin Sherwood, will be providing some cover for the area until a replacement can be found
