Food for Thought:'Ale for one and one for all”

As | write on the Thursday morning after the night before,
when for a moment the dream of “it's coming home”
seemed within the England team’s grasp after Trippier’s
confident curling free-kick (eat your heart out David
Beckham!), the reality of our World Cup campaign’s end is
slowly sinking in. So close, and yet so far ...for now. For, as
the newspaper headlines shriek, there is a quiet sense of
pride at the team’s unexpected achievement in finally
laying to rest the ghost of failed penalty shoot-outs and in
reaching the semi-finals. Yet even more than the sense of
thwarted achievement, is the sense of pride in how they
played with confidence and in how the hubris of the past
was replaced by a measured humility in the team’s
behaviour as epitomised by the unassuming vyet
determined manner of Gareth Southgate.

The build-up to this game over the week of course
coincided with one other nail-biting event in the world.
Not Wimbledon, but rather the unfolding drama of the
rescue of 12 boys and their young coach trapped in
underground caves in Thailand. There were deep agonising
guestions. Would they be able to get these young people
out of the cave in time before the waters rose? Would it
even be possible to get them out in time? As the Thai
diving commander said, there was a glimpse of hope,
which they were able to turn into reality so that these
young people were able to emerge almost Lazarus-like
from their watery tomb just in time.

It seems to me that these seemingly unrelated events have
something important in common. When | talked about this
in a school assembly this week, | asked the children what
they thought this might be. “Team-work” one young girl

exist. These two different teams, brought people together
with different skills, talents and characters from different
backgrounds, different parts of the country, different parts
of the world in pursuit of a common cause. They realised,
as they gave themselves to that common cause, how much
better they were together, how much was possible
together.

It is a truth that lies at the heart of human life.lt is a truth
that is deeply rooted in the Christian faith. For Jesus
gathered a group of the most unlikely people as his
disciples. He prayed before his final arrest “may they be as
one....” as his body, the Church. A body, where each has a
part to play, where no-one can say to another “l don’t
need you” or “you don’t matter”.A body of people called
to those who embody the Lord’s grace and love in this
world.

It is a deeply attractive, yet profoundly counter-cultural
instinctive truth that runs against our deep human
tendency to want to do our own thing, to separate and
divide, a tendency that is rife in life at this time. May it be,
that through our pride in the England team’s ethos and in
the selfless courage of the divers in Thailand, that the Lord
reminds us how much better we are as people when we
come together for the sake of love for others around us?
We don’t have to travel to a tournament or be involved in
a dramatic event to do so. We can do so where we are,
right here in the midst of our communities, coming
together to show how much we are better together. Oh,
